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Dear NCNS Parents,

our classes.  We are looking forward to another fantastic year!  Our classes are almost full this year with just a 
couple openings in our 4 day 3 year old class as well as in our Parent/Tot class.  If you know of someone who is 
looking for a spot for those age groups please pass the word on to them.  As a reminder to those of you who have 
a child in our Pre-K classes, Mondays are our math & science enrichment days with various hands on activities 
related to those areas of curriculum.  Certainly, all classes do explore math & science concepts daily however, our 
5 day a week class designates a full day to allow both the children and their teachers extra time for these 
critical areas.  If your child is not signed up for school 5 days a week you can add this day at any time during the 
school year. 

I am thrilled to welcome two new teachers to our NCNS teaching staff this year.  Beth Lome will be teaching our 
3 year olds “Turtle” class this year with Ilene Alpert and Rosemary Johnson will be teaching our Pre-K “Koala” 
class with Julie Crowe.  Both teachers come to us with excellent backgrounds and experience in the field.  We are 
very excited to have them join our outstanding staff of teachers.

We know transition to school can be unsettling for some children and for this reason we begin our classes slowly 
so the children have some time to acclimate to their teachers, new friends, and school schedule.  We try our 
hardest to help make this transition as smooth and easy for all our children (and parents!).  Should you have any 
particular concerns about your child, please do not hesitate to speak to your child’s teachers or myself so we can 
work together to make this a very positive experience.  

At NCNS we feel communication between parents and teachers is essential.  Each teacher has a school email 
address which you should receive at your Hello visit.  They will also give you a phone number to reach them at.  
Please feel free to contact them with any concerns or questions you have throughout the year.  Of course, you 
can always contact me as well either at our school phone number 847-272-5430, or by email at 
gail.nemoy@ncnskids.org.  You will receive a weekly email from your child’s teachers updating you on their 
activities with highlights from the week.  Each child’s tote bag has a clear sleeve which we refer to as our 
“communication sleeve”.  Please check it daily for notes and notices from school and feel free to put any notes for 
your child’s teachers in it as well.  The teachers check them daily when they greet each child for school.   Also, 
remember to read the white board outside each classroom for daily information.

We do ask that you walk your child into his classroom or playground the first couple of weeks.  Your child’s 
teachers will let you know whether your child’s class is starting inside the classroom or outside on the playground.  
We will begin our drop off car line in a few weeks after the children are settled in.  

I would like to take a moment to thank all our hard working board members who put in countless hours to help our 
school run smoothly.  The teachers and I are so appreciative of all the efforts to help make NCNS the great 
school it is and will always be.  

Please mark your calendar for Wednesday, September 16th at 7 pm for our New Parent Orientation.  I will be 
speaking on several topics and answering any questions you have.  A few board members will also be present to 
discuss the role of the board as well as highlight some of our upcoming events we have planned.  Our teaching 
staff will also be there and we will conclude by opening up the classrooms and give you an opportunity to ask any
questions of your child’s teachers.  Please also mark Saturday, September 26th from 
3-6 pm for our Family Fall Fest here at school.  It is always a fun gathering and a nice 
way to meet other NCNS families.
